How to enter the contest
To receive a contest entry form, print the entry form available from our website, complete it and mail to the address indicated on the form. You can also pick up entry forms at the Lunenburg Folk Harbour Office. For further information call 902-634-3180.
Eligibility
The contest is open to those who consider themselves amateur songwriters. For the purposes of this contest, an amateur songwriter is defined as a person who has not earned more than $6,000 during Calendar Year 2009, nor more than $4,500 during Calendar Year 2008, from songwriting. Performers billed to appear at the 25th Annual Lunenburg Folk Harbour Festival as of June 11th, 2010 are not eligible.
Please enter one song per person.

Do not send any lead sheets, lyrics, publicity, bios, etc. Your valid entry package should include ONLY the following:
1) Completed entry form (photocopies acceptable). Signature must be original.
2) One song per CD, or MP3 file
3) One copy of typed or legibly printed lyrics
4) $25 for song. Payment can be made by check or money order payable to the Lunenburg Folk Harbour Society.  Visa or MasterCard are accepted. Do not send cash. 
5) CDs, lyrics or other material will not be returned.

Entries
All entries must be original work of the contestant and shall not infringe any copyrights or any other rights of any third parties. Songs may have multiple co-writers, but only one name should be designated on the entry form. 
The Lunenburg Folk Harbour Society is not responsible for late, lost, damaged, misdirected, insufficient postage, stolen or misappropriated entries. Entry material will not be returned. Entry fees are non-refundable. If entrant is under 18 years of age, the signature of a parent/guardian is required. All entries must be postmarked or hand-delivered no later than 5pm on June 19th, 2008.
Judging
Entries will be screened by a pre-judging committee and finalists will be sent to the judges who will select the winning entry. Judges will consist of a panel that includes three music industry representatives and/or musicians. Each entry will be judged on originality, lyrics and melody. Music production and performance quality is not considered. All decisions by the judges will be final. Please be aware that only the winner and two finalists will be personally notified.
The winner and two finalists will be chosen and will perform on the main stage of the 2010 Lunenburg Folk Harbour Festival. The winner and the two finalists will receive one full festival pass. Transportation to and from the festival and any other expenses are the responsibility of the winner.
The composer must perform each song live at the 25th Lunenburg Folk Harbour Festival. Instruments allowed are those which can be carried on to the stage with the performer. Acoustic instruments with pickups are permitted, but no effects or electronic devices. You cannot bring special electronic equipment on stage. No electronic instruments or amplifiers are allowed. No performances will take place to pre-recorded tracks. The first place winner must perform their song on the evening Mainstage on Sunday evening August 8th, 2010.
Do not enter if you cannot fulfill these performance opportunities.
Prizes
Division of prizes among co-authors is the responsibility of the winners. Taxes are the responsibility of the winners. Void where prohibited. All Federal, Provincial and Municipal laws and regulations apply.
Indemnity and Releases
Signature on entry form certifies that each song submitted is an original work and releases the Lunenburg Folk Harbour Festival and its sponsors from all liability. The winner will be required to sign an affidavit confirming that the winning song is original and he/she holds the rights to the song. Entry also constitutes permission to use winner's name and likeness for future advertising and publicity without compensation. Entrant will retain full rights to all work submitted for the competition.
